WORD FROM THE FOUNDERS

We believe that the garden is the only one of its kind in
e x i s t e n c e .

Each of the scenes portray an important event taken from
the life of our Lord while He walked the shores of Galilee.
Before starting the work at the garden we traveled exten
sively, holding special meetings in various denominations.
While we were making scenery for one of the plays which
Mrs, Lund had written, the idea came to us for this garden.

We immediately began making paintings for our garden,
although we had no idea as to where it would be placed. This
was i n 1938 .

Six years later, in 1944, while we were holding meetings
in Traverse City, Michigan, 16 acres of land to be used for
this garden were donated by Mr. and Mrs. James Swanson.
Actual work upon this project started in the spring.of 1945,
and continued for four summers. To prepare for the neces
sary paths, we personally did the work of clearing the brush,
felling and removing certain large trees, from which much
of the lumber was made that was used in our construction
work. In addition we continued with the painting of our
s c e n e s .

The garden was dedicated on August 15,1948, and is con
sidered the most beautiful religious spot in northern
Michigan.
