A . C o n d i t i o n R e p o r t

Pasaquan is decaying. Created as an extraordinarily clear Utopian
vision, it is now partial. The site is in danger of being misinterpreted
a n d m i s u n d e r s t o o d .

My purpose in conducting this survey is to understand and preserve
the v i s ion and aes the t i c i n ten t i ons o f Pasaquan 's c rea to r, t he l a te

Eddie Owens Martin (a.k.a. "St. EOM"), and to make recommendations for

the site's repair and continued maintenance. Pasaquan at peak condition
is recorded in photographs appearing in Tom Patterson's book, St. EOM
in The Land of Pasaquan, in Dana Atchley's video documentary of the

si te (Þlmed in the ear ly 1980s), and in numerous photographs of the
si te taken in the late 1970s and ear ly 1980s. These photographs and

video footage show a clearly ordered, geometrically precise visual and
k i n e t i c s t a t e m e n t .

During the life of its creator, Pasaquan was as carefully worked
and cult ivated as a Zen rock garden. Two years of neglect and decay

s i n c e t h e a r t i s t ' s d e a t h h a v e t h r e a t e n e d t h e s i t e ' s m e a n i n g . I t s

condi t ion is in tegra l to i ts in terpretat ion. A l though the des ign is

inspired by ancient ruins, it wasn't intended to be viewed in ruination.
Contrast th is wi th Howard F inster 's "Paradise Garden"Ñanother wel l -known

f o l k a r t e n v i r o n m e n t i n N o r t h w e s t G e o r g i a , w h i c h i s m a i n t a i n e d i n a n

organic, fragmented style. Pasaquan's color clarity and geometric

In i t ia l ly, St . EOM's studio and exist ing or ig inal mater ia ls wi l l
be used to mainta in cont inui ty, and St . EOM's assistant Scot ty Steward

w i l l c o n s u l t o n a l l r e s t o r a t i o n s . T h e a r t i s t ' s w o r k i n g t e c h n i q u e s a n d

m a t e r i a l s m u s t b e u s e d a s o u r p r i m a r y r e s o u r c e s .

The ar t is ts chosen for the conservat ion team (see F. , be low) are

a l l a c a d e m i c a l l y t r a i n e d a r t i s t s w i t h a d e d i c a t i o n t o p r e s e r v i n g

indigenous artforms. They have all expressed a willingness to live
o n s i t e f o r t h e d u r a t i o n o f t h e w o r k a n d d e v o t e e x t r a t i m e t o t h e

r e p a i r a n d p r e s e r v a t i o n e f f o r t .
