Press of the Nat ional Trust for His tor ic Preservat ion,
is a lavish pictorial survey with 500 photographs
o f 11 4 h i s t o r i c a l l y s i g n i Þ c a n t c i t y h a l l s d r a w n
f r o m 4 0 s t a t e s . A n i n t r o d u c t i o n t r a c e s t h e

a r c h i t e c t u r a l , h i s t o r i c a l a n d m u n i c i p a l a s p e c t s
of the development and use of city halls as well

as planning and preservation issues. The city halls,
arranged chronologically, are documented in dramatic
photographs and descriptions of their history and
n o t a b l e a r c h i t e c t u r a l f e a t u r e s . S u p p l e m e n t i n g
the main photo essay section is one featuring
thematic details, such as domes, towers, sculpture,
s t a i r c a s e s a n d c o u n c i l c h a m b e r s . T h e s e l e c t e d

city halls represent 200 years of American
architecture and include well-preserved landmarks
and adaptively used buildings.

This volume is an outgrowth of a project conducted
by the Historic American Buildings Survey of the
National Park Service, US Department of the
Interior, to record signiÞcant city halls throughout
t h e c o u n t r y.

America's Country Schools, to be published during
November 1984 by the Preservation Press, is based
on a project sponsored by a grant from the National
E n d o w m e n t f o r t h e H u m a n i t i e s . T h e t e x t i s
comprised of remembrances and observations drawn
from interviews with country school students and
teachers. They tell of the great communal effort
that went into building the schools, the often difÞcult
working conditions for teachers and the ways these
schools Þt into the fabric of their community.

More than 400 photographs enliven the text and
help evoke the schools and the people. They include
historical views, contemporary scenes, exteriors,
and interiors. The architectural types they illustrate
range from dugouts to soddies to white frame
buildings and even some little red schoolhouseso
Together, photos and text capture a major and
previously unrecorded part of America's architectural
and cultural heritage. America's Country Schools
documents this heritage and provides ideas for
preserving country schools through continued use.
